INTERNATIONAL MEDICAL GRADUATE SECTION 
LEADERSHIP POSITIONS

GOVERNING COUNCIL.  
There shall be a governing council of the International Medical Graduate Section which shall have the responsibility of directing the programs and activities of the section.  

Composition. 
The Governing Council shall be comprised of the officers of the section, and two at-large members.
Officers.
The officers of the section shall be chair, chair-elect, secretary, delegate and alternate delegate. Only TMA members who are IMGs may serve as officers
Duties.  

The chair shall preside at business meetings of the section and at meetings of the Governing Council. 

The chair-elect shall assist the chair and preside in the absence of the chair or at the request of the chair. 

The secretary shall maintain such records as may be necessary or advisable to conduct the activities of the section. 

The delegate and alternate delegate shall participate in the deliberations of the Governing Council and shall represent the section in the House of Delegates. 

At-large members shall participate in all deliberations of the Governing Council.

Expectations.

Participate in all RFS activities and respond in a timely manner to requests made by TMA leadership and the RFS Section Coordinator (throughout the year).

Review and rank nominations for the IMG Section Outstanding Physician Award (Jan/Feb).

Assist in the development of resolutions for submission to the TMA House of Delegates (Sept/Jan).

** If any member of the IMG Section Executive Council fails to attend two consecutive scheduled meetings, the position shall be declared vacant.

*** Term of office is two years beginning at the conclusion of the annual session at which they are elected.
